A. Aluminum Rack Installation: (Before Installing — remove bicycles and/or other stored equipment)

a. Determine position of upper and lower Ski Holder Arms. Typically the upper holder will be positioned 4 to 5
inches below the tips of the Skis as shown in the picture above. The lower holder will be position
approximately 12 inches from the heel. The upper holder bears the weight of the Skis and the lower holder
stabilizes the Skis.

b. As shown in the drawing to the right, insert 1 Screw (C) through washer (D)
through the first holder and screw into the flat side of the slide nut (E). Do not
tighten at this time. Take the assembly and insert the slide nut into the side
channel of the Main Body of the Rack — same as the Bike Arms.

c. Repeat process for second holder. Adjust both arms to fit Skis and tighten the
screw using the Hex Key (B).
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B. OAK Rack Installation: (Before Installing — remove bicycles and/or other stored equipment)

a. Determine position of upper and lower Ski Holder Arms. Typically the upper arm will be positioned 4 to 5
inches below the tips of the Skis. (See Fig B). The lower holder will be positioned approximately 12 inches
from the heel. The upper holder bears the weight of the Skis and the lower stabilizes the Skis.

b. Position spacer block (H) between outside and center upright of main body. Similar to Fig B above, take gold
screw (F) insert through holder into side of rack main body and screw into spacer block (H). Tighten using
4mmHex Key (G).

(o Repeat process for lower holder.
