Information discussed with your counselor will be held in strict confidence.  However, you should be aware that there are some situations which your counselor may be required by law to report information to authorities without your permission or knowledge.  These situations include but are not limited to a client’s indication of bodily harm to others, involvement in a felony, suicidal ideations, and evidence or suspicion of child or elder abuse or neglect.  Your counselor may also be required to disclose information in response to a subpoena issued by a court of law.

Please make every attempt possible to keep scheduled appointments.  Failure to keep appointments may result in closure of counseling.
