Will it hurt? Yes a little discomfort will be felt. It is in no way unbearable, some find it to be pleasurable. If you just relax, breathe and just chat with your artist you’ll be just fine. If it was really painful you wouldn’t see so many people with multiple tattoos.
$ 
Can I take anything for pain? No. You won’t need to. Any type of pain killer could make you bleed more which can affect the color retention. Topical gel will not work and injectable pain killers will make the skin harden which will make  tattoo harder to get in-prolonging the time it take to do it.

Can I have a drink before? No. Because alcohol thins the blood making it “wash” the ink out. The tattoo will look faded. It’s a good idea to refrain from drinking for 24 hours after getting your tattoo  too. Because the blood is trying to clot and heal up. If the bloods thin clotting doesn’t happen and again it can “wash” the ink out.

How much will it bleed? This varies from person to person, depending on overall health, blood pressure, and what a person has had in their system. Some things (but not limited to) that cause a lot of bleeding are: aspirin, caffeine, alcohol, diet pills, lack of vitamin k, not being well rested. All tattoos will bleed a little we are breaking the skin. Normally it’s more of a light drain like when you get a scrape. This usually stops within an hour.

How safe is getting a tattoo? We take every precaution we can to protect your health. All products are single use that are used to do the tattoo. All pigments are dispensed individually and thrown out after your tattoo. A  new autoclaved needle is used for each person. The only thing ever reused is an instrument called a “tube” it is autoclaved between uses. We have our autoclave tested monthly as required by NC Health Dept. Regulations. Plastic “barriers” are used on anything that may be touched during the process to prevent cross contamination. All plastic is removed and replaced between clients. We change gloves frequently to prevent cross contamination too.

Is infection possible? From the precautions we take it would be highly unlikely you get an infection from our studio. But you will be walking around with an open wound for about a week so you have to use common sense good health practices to keep bacteria out of your tattoo. And please follow our care recommendations-they are given to you to ensure proper care and heal-not because we like to give out paper.

Will I be able  to do all my normal activities? It’s recommended you not swim or hot tub or soak in your tub for about 3 weeks, depending on how extensive your work was. Direct sun is never good but can really mess up a fresh tattoo.  It can cause scarring which will cause a blurry look, fading, and color alteration . Purple can look brown, blue can look green-don’t do it. It will be on you for life get it when you can take care of it properly. Sun block is recommended after 3 weeks.
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
