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Sparks & Cubbies 
 

Each weekly meeting is composed of three main elements.  Game Time, Handbook 
Time, and Council Time.  Your child will enjoy the active Awana games, uniquely 
created around the Awana circle.  During Handbook Time, an adult leader works 
with a small group of children assisting them in memorizing Bible verses and 
other learning activities.  Your child will begin to gain valuable understanding of 
spiritual truths in this way, and he/she will earn awards for passing sections in 
the handbook to motivate further achievement.  During Council Time, your child 
will be exposed to messages from God’s Word delivered by exemplary adult speak-
ers.  These volunteer men and women are the kind of role models you want your 
child to follow. 
 

But you have a critical role in all of this!  In order for you child to get the most of 
the Sparks & Cubbies programs, you as a parent must be willing to help.  Your 
partnership with us in helping your child achieve is essential.  The following are 
some practical suggestions that will help your child obtain the most from his/her 
Awana experience: 
 

1. Help your child attend Sparks & Cubbies every week.  Consistency helps 
build friendships with other clubbers, relationships with leaders, responsibil-
ity and club achievement. 

2. Make sure your child wears his/her uniform each week.  (Please note:  If the 
cost of a uniform creates a financial burden for you that seems too much to 
bear, please contact the Children’s Director.  We will help your child secure a 
uniform. Child must wear tennis shoes to participate in games, please no flip 
flops. (Please do not let finances keep your child out of programs.) 

3. Be sure your child arrives on time (between 6:25 and 6:30 PM).  Promptness 
ensures your child won’t “miss out” on activities of the evening and helps us 
maintain good discipline.  Because your child is precious to us, we are imple-
menting a Security Card System where you will receive a card with a number 
on it when you check your child in. 

4.  Help your child be ready to pass at least 1-2 sections in his/her Sparks 
 Handbook each week, if attending Cubbies, one section is needed.  Two   
 sections per week will practically guarantee your Sparks child will earn the 
       handbook completion award by year’s end. 
5.   Attend all major club events in which your child  participates. This includes 
 Parent’s Night, Awards night, etc. Children love to know their lives are  
        important enough for you to take time out for them!  Of course, you are     
 always welcome and may attend any club meeting or event. 
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Each regular Sparks club night will consist of the following 5 segments: 
1. Flag Time - opening ceremonies, pledges, Awana verse, Awana song,        

announcements and prayer. 
2. Handbook Time - clubbers pass their handbook sections working with their 

leaders. 
3. Game Time - clubbers get to play various games on the unique Awana game 

circle. Kick ball is offered in the Spring. 
4. Large Group Time - Biblical truths are presented in a variety of methods de-

signed to instruct clubbers about God, His Word, and Jesus Christ, His Son.   
5. Award Time - clubbers are presented with award they have previously 

earned. 

6. Pick-up your children promptly at the conclusion of club at 8:00 PM.      
Cubbies are in the Cabana, Sparks must be picked up in the Sanctuary.    
Children must be picked up by an adult with the security card.  

7. Always encourage your child and show a personal interest in what they are 
doing.  Children have much more fun and reward when the very important 
people in their life (YOU!) show interest in them and their accomplishments. 

8. Call your child’s Sparks or Cubbies Director or Children’s Director if you 
have any questions.  We’re here for you and your children.  Please call us if 
you have a need.

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AWANA AWARDS SYSTEM 
As noted in the section “The Uniform”, most awards are actually worn right on 
the Awana uniform itself.  Some are not.  However, no award will be presented 
unless the clubber is in full uniform at the time of presentation.  “Full uniform” 
means on the person, buttoned and complete.  Here is a summary of the most 
common awards.

Ribbons, plaques, trophies, and special pins are awarded for the completion of 
one or more handbooks. 
 
 
 

Attendance Awards 
There are two types of attendance awards: 

1. Club Attendance 
2. Sunday School or Church Attendance  

Club Participation & Material Costs 

These are awarded on a quarterly basis. Cubbies can earn up to 2 Club Atten-
dance and 2 Sunday School Attendance awards (patches for the Cubbies vest). 
Sparks can earn up to 4 Club Attendance (jewels or crowns) and 2 Sunday 
School Attendance awards (patches for their uniform).  Sunday school or church 
attendance does not have to be at Grace Fellowship. One unexcused absence is 
allowed per quarter.  A Cubbie can miss any 2 unexcused club nights per Club 
attendance period (2 quarters).  Any clubber can miss 2 unexcused Sunday 
School or church attendances per award period (2 quarters) and still earn the 
award. 

The costs for your child’s participation in Sparks & Cubbies will fall into one 
of three areas: 

1. Registration Fee 
2. Uniforms  
3. Handbooks 
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Registration Fee  
In order to help offset the costs of running our Awana Clubs, we request that 
each club member pay a registration fee of $25 for the year (we will prorate if 
clubber joins later in the year) The fee helps to cover the costs of the award system 
(patches, pins, ribbons, plaques, etc.) and stocking the Awana Store. 
 

Uniforms 
The cost of the uniform and of all handbooks is to be paid by you as the clubber’s 
parent/guardian.  However, if the cost of the uniform creates a financial burden 
to you, please contact the Children’s Director so other arrangements can be made.  
 

Handbooks  
Handbooks typically last for one year.  If your child excels and requires additional 
handbooks, see your child’s director, leader or the Awana Secretary for additional 
materials to work on. Uniform/handbook payment should be sent to our next club 
meeting. All costs and fees are on the Grace Kidz Midweek Ministry Program 
Registration form. Which you may request from a leader or pick up in the Grace 
Kidz Ministry office. 

Payments  All payments should be made in cash or by check payable to “Grace 
Fellowship”.  Please make use of the “For” line on any checks to identify 
child’s name and what’s being purchased. 

Your Child’s Responsibilities  
In order to have a safe, enjoyable and orderly night for all, every participant is 
expected to meet the following personal responsibilities of club membership: 
 

1. Respect others treat them as you want to be treated! 
2. Come prepared to pass at least 1 or 2 handbook sections every week!  Wear 

your uniform and bring your Sparks/Cubbie Handbook and your Bible every 
week. 

3. Participate whether playing games, listening, passing sections, singing or any 
other activity, all are expected to be involved! 

4. Location be where you are supposed to be when you are supposed to be there.  
Remain on church property at all times. 

5. Walk carefully and do not run on the sidewalks, near the classrooms, or in 
the buildings.  Little ones may be present and the noise created can disturb 
others involved in worship, prayer, discipleship, etc. 

6. Come to attention (get quiet in place where you are supposed to be) whenever 
a leader begins “The Five Count”.  Your goal is to respond as quickly as possi-
ble once you recognize a “5 count” has begun.   

7. Wear a smile and share it with others.  Everyone will enjoy you more! 
8. Have fun in every part of the Club.  Awana is meant to be fun! 
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The Sparks Store 
Beginning September 30th for nine weeks clubbers earn Awana bucks for work 
completed, participation, and good behavior. Clubbers can use their Awana 
bucks to purchase an assortment of toys, items and gifts, appropriate for club-
bers their age. Clubbers are encouraged to purchase gifts for their family and 
friends in the spirit of Christmas giving.  

The following are a few notes that will help us better ensure your child’s safety 
while participating in our Awana Club: 
1. Due to running required at Game Time we recommend that your child wear 

tennis shoes.   
2. Cubbies must be picked up at their Cubbie classroom. 
3. Sparks (Sanctuary) and If someone else is needing to pick up your child & 

you cannot get the security card to them, write a note as to who will be pick-
ing your child up & your child’s leader will hold the security card for your 
child until that person comes for your child. 

4. Please be sure to notify our Club Secretaries in writing of any known allergies 
(such as bee stings, foods, medications, etc.) which could result in seizures.  

For the Safety of Your Child  

Sparks & Cubbies Discipline  
“The 5 Count” is a group discipline tool used to call small or large groups to order.  
It is to be administered only by the leader in charge (Commander, Director, Hand-
book Leader, Council Time Leader, etc.) of whatever session is in progress.  In 
simple terms, the leader in charge will begin counting towards 5 loudly enough to 
be heard (but without yelling) and slowly enough (spaced about a second apart) to 
allow the clubbers to both get quiet and be where they are supposed to be before 
the leader even reaches “5”.  Clubbers are encouraged to help one another recog-
nize “The 5 Count”.  Leaders are to remind clubbers of what “The 5 Count” is, 
how it works and to set a personal example so that newer clubbers are not unfairly 
caught off guard.  The obvious question is “what happens if the leader reaches 5 and 
some of the clubbers have not responded”.  A typical penalty would be to give the teams 
who best responded, point credit towards their nightly team score (this is a positive peer 
pressure approach). Honoring “The 5 Count” is a club rule and is understood as being a 
responsibility of club membership.

2010-2011 Sparks & Cubbies Calendar 
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A  Discipleship Program for Third through Fifth Grade 
 

God has instructed parents to raise children knowing who God is, and having 
a deep and growing friendship with Him. KONNECT is an hour and a half 
program designed to  partner with parents of elementary-aged kids in the proc-
ess of discipleship. KONNECT enables kids to form a sense of community, 
build a closer relationship with God through prayer, Bible study, and worship, 
as well as creating Christian friendship, support, and accountability. KON-
NECT is designed to empower each child with the support, passion and tools 
to be a world changer!  

 

Each week kids and leaders encounter God’s Word in detail through a series of 
centers including games, memory verse and activities, that all reinforce each 
week’s Bible truth. Kids spend an hour and a half as a part of a Circle Group 
led by an adult with kids that spend time praying together, discussing the 
week’s stories, and applying it to their everyday lives. They will also partici-
pate together in whole-group teaching and worship at the beginning of each 
week. The time flies by for kids and leaders as they experience each segment of 
KONNECT, each addressing different learning styles.  
 

KONNECT is designed to partner with parents to a higher degree. Using it as 
a mid-week experience encourages parents to commit to use the provided K-Kit 
materials to reinforce the lessons and lead their own home discipleship efforts 
throughout the week.  
 

The curriculum for KONNECT explores the stories of the Old Testament and 
New  Testament in chronological order. It also incorporates verses and pas-
sages from other types of biblical books like teachings, letters, psalms, and 
prophecy. Each week the life application of the story is stated in the main idea 
and reinforced throughout the evening.  
 

Dress Code/Uniform 
 

K-Wear KONNECT Experience T-Shirt 
Children should wear their KONNECT T-shirt each week when they attend 
their KONNECT group experience. Letting them wear their KONNECT shirt 
to school or other public places may also provide opportunities for witnessing 
to other kids. 
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Elements of the K-Kit (One Kit Per Family) 
 

The  K-Kit is for families to partner with the KONNECT program to provide the 
skills, resources, and experiences that will lead your kids to become fully devoted 
followers of Christ. The K-Kit is designed to correspond to God’s commands to 
parents from Deuteronomy 11:18-20: 
 

“Fix these words of mine in your hearts and minds; tie them as sym-
bols on your hands and bind them on your foreheads. Teach them to 
your children, talking about them when you sit at home and when 
you walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get up. 
Write them on the doorframes of your houses and on your gates.” 

 

K-Crib Family Involvement Activity Card Set 
Draw a card from stack 3-5 times per week to help your whole family KONNECT. 
Do one of four activities—Psalm of the Day, Mystery Verse, Teamwork Task, or 
If Question. Each activity will bring your family closer and help you dig deep into 
the Bible. 
 

K-Ride Reinforcement Audio Tracks 
Download these files to hear Bible Karacters explain the week’s stories and mem-
ory verses in a way your whole family can remember. All 28 weeks of KONNECT 
have content to support them. (Note: the CD may contain the verse for the week   dif-
ferent Bible version then your child is to memorize. Please have them memorize the one in 
their Student Guide. We changed the version, so they are all in the NIV version.) 
 

K-Down Prayer Starter Bible Bookmark 
Help your child use these five steps as an outline to communicate with God  
every night before they go to sleep. Keep this bookmark in your Bible so you also 
remember to read God’s Word with them a little every day—with you or on their 
own. Three bookmarks are included each K-Kit. If you need additional bookmarks, 
please let a leader know. 
 

K-Fridge Refrigerator Reminder Magnet 
The fridge gets as much traffic as a gate or doorframe in Bible times. Occasionally 
additional flyers or memos will be sent home with the KONNECT child. Post them 
on refrigerator doors as a reminder throughout the week to make God your focus 
every day.
